Notes on using the Berkeley Nucleonics 505 Pulse Generator

· To enter the setup modes (Channel, Mode, Trig/Gate, etc.) press the Function Key and then the key for that setup mode.

· Once in a setup mode use the Next button to switch parameter fields.  Use the arrow buttons or the rotary dial to change the value of a parameter.

· Use the Run and Stop buttons to start and stop the pulse generation.
· To save a configuration use the Setup mode, select Store, select the configuration number (1-6) to save, and then press Function and Setup at the same time.  It will confirm when the save is complete.
· The last saved configuration will be restored on power-on, or a specific configuration can be recalled with the Setup/Recall menu.

To use the with the MM4005 and Pilatus on 13-ID-C

· Connect the Count In Progress (CIP) output of the SIS3801 multichannel scaler (control signal 5) to the Ext/Gate input of the 505.

· Connect the T1 output to the external input of the Pilatus.
· Set up the 505 as follows:
